Minutes of PYC Executive Board Meeting

May 25, 2008


The spring PYC Executive Board meeting was called to order by Commodore Mary Hyde at 3:15 PM Saturday, May 25, 2008 at the Hyde camp.  Chips Arend, Mark Godecki, Mary Hyde and Charlotte Minich were in attendance.  The Treasurer, Judy Ford, remains in Florida at this time.


The fall minutes were read and accepted as read.  The Treasurer’s report was passed on as Judy Ford remains in Florida with David.  Chips reported that David is recovering nicely from his kidney transplant and should be returning to the Adirondacks in early June (actually now June 23 or 24).

We reviewed the draft schedule of races for this year and made some modifications and changes.  Mary will correct and send out final draft, which will also be posted to the website.  The Senior Regatta was moved to the first weekend in August.  Charlotte Minich and Bob Yerge will host the Club Picnic on July 19th.  The dates for the Junior events will be decided at a later time by a yet to be established Junior Committee.

A lengthy discussion occurred regarding the date of the final awards Cocktail party since it seemed to conflict with several lake events.  August 23 was chosen even though it is the same date as the Fish and Game Meeting.  There will be only one VCR on August 23, and the party will begin at 5:30 PM in case some members want to attend the Fish and Game meeting.


Regarding Committee Boat, Charlotte agreed to once again ask Jim Horan if our boat could be moored at his dock and camp (Jim readily agreed). 


Boat cleaning.  Chips suggested Sunday, June 15th at 10:00 am for the cleaning of the Committee boat.  If you are able to help, please bring your own sponge, bucket, and cleaner.


A discussion was held regarding the Protests which occurred last season.  Mary will review the Protest Procedure in her letter.


Chips has prepared a draft of sailing rules applicable for the PYC, which when final will be posted to the website.  He also has a DVD which demonstrates and explains the International Rules of Sailing.  The DVD is produced by a winning yachtsman and skipper and tactician.  This person is currently chairman of the US Yacht Racing Rules.  This DVD may be borrowed from Chips and will be shown at the Club Picnic.  We discuss Rule 30.1 which disallows a boat to cross the starting line in the wrong direction within a minute of the race start time.  This rule is called the “Around an end” rule.  The Committee felt this was not an issue with the PYC at this time and did not need to be officially addressed.

Buoy assignments will be the same as last year.  Buoys should be in the water by June 28th.


Mary and Chips will continue to calculate the race results, and Doug will post to the website.


The Nominating Committee (Art, Mary and Charlotte) will be seeking a person to serve as Vice President next year.  Please come forward.  Mary Hyde is seeking a person who is willing to lead the Junior group this year.


The Poker Run is scheduled for Saturday, July 12th.  Charlotte will try to find Piseco families to man the stations.


Mark Godecki will purchase all supplies for the Club Picnic to be held at Bob and Charlotte’s at 6:00.  Minich Camp is three camps west of Poplar Point.


The PYC will once again lead the Parade of Boats to honor the 4th of July.  The parade will be on Friday, the 4th: boats should meet in Higgins Bay at 11:00 and the parade will cover the middle two thirds of the lake heading northwest first this year.  Mary Hyde will be judging from her dock.  A prize will be given by the club and the winning boat picture will be posted at the Piseco Post Office.  Charlotte will place posters at several town locations and write an article for the Hamilton County News.


There are no adult clinics scheduled at this time due to lack of interest.


We would ask that members try to bring their digital cameras to the races during their Committee Boat assignments.  E- mail pictures to Doug to post on our website.


The meeting was adjourned at 5:10 pm.
