Executive Officers’ Meeting

May 24, 2009

The meeting of the Executive Officers was held on May 24, 2009 at Commodore Godecki’s camp.  In attendance were Mark Godecki, Chips Arend, Judy Ford, Tom Tys, Doug McIlroy, and Charlotte Minich.


The minutes from the August 23, 2008 Awards Party Meeting were read.  The Treasurer’s Report was read.  There is $4,884.74 in the Savings Account and $412.28 in the Checking Account.  In the fall of 2008, NBT sent Judy Ford a letter saying that Community Service Checking Accounts need not have a minimum balance and no monthly maintenance fees would be incurred.  Dues will remain the same for 2009.  There are 21 sailing members, 2 non-sailing members, and no juniors.

Committee Boat:


a.  Cleaning to be done 5/24/09 at 2PM at Chips’ camp.


b.  Launching will be done one week before the first race by David Ford and Chips Arend.  David has purchased a replacement “trim relay” for the boat and will check it out mechanically.


c.  Docking:  Mary Hyde is to contact Jim Horan to see if we can continue to moor/dock the boat in front of his camp.


d.  Gas/oil:  Mark Godecki will contact Ed Cox to see if he will continue to take care of this for the Committee Boat.


e.  Equipment:  Chips will see that the letters, horn, wind speed meter, harness for capsized boats, etc., are on the boat – plus necessary paperwork.

Racing:


a.  A discussion led by Doug McIlroy regarding “Cox Sprague Method” – a form of the method is used now – percentage – but points would be more accurate.  Doug and Chips will work on presenting this “points” method with charts, etc., at the July picnic and the Commodore will also mention this “possible” change in his upcoming letter. 

b.  Racing 2009 Schedule – dates are 6/27 through 8/16 for the 2009 Season;

 and 8/22 through 8/30 will be for the 2010 Season.


     2 VCR’s each day.


     Minor changes were made to the proposed draft.


c.  Racing Results – will be handled by Doug McIlroy.

                 On the web page are the Committee Boat Schedule, racing results, rules and pictures.


     After each race, results are to be placed in a basket at the door of the Godecki home.  Tom Tys will talk with his crewman John Fisher about doing a “report” on each race and John will send it to Doug and he will e-mail to members and/or post on the web.


d.  Other – Racing


     Protest Committee – Jim Roemer, Chips Arend, and Doug McIlroy


     Chips Arend will have copies of the Racing Rules available for members at the July picnic.

Buoys: 


a.  Mark Godecki will contact by e-mail each buoy keeper.


     David Ford will talk with Randy Huta regarding placement of start/finish buoys, distance from the shoreline, and spread between start and finish line.


b.  Maintenance – Mark Godecki will contact Ken Hull to see if he still has flags/paint/parts, and if he will continue to do it.

Picnic:


Will be on Saturday 7/18 at 6PM at the Minich’s camp.  (Note:  Although this was the discussion at the meeting, there has been a change since the meeting – the picnic will be held at Roger and Mary Rommel’s camp.  The schedule will reflect that the picnic will be held at the Rommel’s camp.)

At the picnic, there will be a discussion of having a rescue boat at races, manned by former sailing members, who are now inactive or are family members of sailors.


The picnic supply lists were given by Mark Godecki to Tom Tys, Vice Commodore.

Awards Banquet:


Will be on Saturday 8/22 at 5:30PM at the Irondequoit Inn.  Chips Arend will reserve the room.

Parade of Boats:


Will be on 7/4 at 10AM, starting in Higgins Bay.

 The lead boat will be Charlotte Minich.  Direction – from Higgins Bay, along the East Shore to the Sand Bar to Little Sand Campground.  The prize will be a book by the Adcocks on the town.  Judy Ford will purchase it.  There will be just one prize.  Doug McIlroy will make a map of the route to give to Charlotte Minich for distribution.  Charlotte Minich will get the judge/judges.  The judging area will be marked with balloons.  The theme is “Red, White, and Blue”.

Junior Sailing:

Mark Godecki suggested that Secretary Mary Hyde write a letter to the Town of Arietta, encouraging and supporting them in their effort to obtain the town use of Poplar Point for boat launching especially, and town use for picnics, etc.  Also a letter to DEC and the State of New York from the Yacht Club protesting the closing of the best boat launch on Piseco Lake, the hazards of using Little Sand, which has a poorer boat launch, no trailer parking, etc.
The motion to adjourn was made by Chips Arend at 12:10PM and was seconded by Tom Tys.
